The historic Haefli-

Mr Weary, who de-
scribes himself as a
video artist also work-
ing with more ‘tradi-
tional’ mediums, is the
latest participant in
the Hill End artist in
residency program.

“Coming from the
area myself I have a
strong connection with
it, Mr Weary said.

Mr Weary is the
Head of Electronic and
Temporal Art studies
at the Sydney College

of the Arts at the Uni- -

versity of Sydney.

“For the Hill End
project I am working -
on a video, film and-

electronic work as well
as a series of drawings
‘based on the landscape
and the cottage itself,”
Mr Weary said.

He describes the Hill
End landscape as very
dramatic and ‘‘semi ru-
ined’’.

“It is very interest-
ing the way European
culture has intruded
on the area,”” Mr
Weary said.
